(It takes about one or two minutes to completely load the system and may
vary depending on the conditions.)

Using Stylus Pen

The buttons on the stylus pen work similar to those of a mouse.

The Stylus Pen automatically enters the sleep mode to reduce battery consumption
if the pen is not used for more than 10 minutes or if the pen tip remains pressed
for more than 4 minutes.

To exit the sleep mode, simply touch the screen with the Stylus Pen’s tip or click
the left or right button on the pen.

If the battery power is low, the pen operation may be interrupted, or the pen may
not be recognized.
