USB cable.

4.1	Supported operating systems

Jabra Direct to customize camera settings and 
to update the firmware. Jabra Direct can be 
downloaded from jabra.com/direct. Jabra 
Direct does not support ChromeOS.

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5.	 Camera features
5.1	Intelligent Zoom

Intelligent Zoom will automatically zoom in 
and center your image at all times, keeping you 
as the focus.

Intelligent Zoom is enabled by default and can 
be enabled or disabled using Jabra Direct.

5.2	Vivid HDR

Vivid HDR automatically optimizes the video 
quality under a wide range of lighting 
conditions.

Vivid HDR is disabled by default and can be 
enabled or disabled using Jabra Direct.

5.3	Picture-in-Picture

Picture-in-Picture mode will display your image 
in a separate view in the bottom right corner. 
The main view can then be adjusted to focus on 
an area of interest using the Jabra Direct 
camera controller.
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5.4	Video adjustments

Image quality settings and pan/tilt/zoom 
camera adjustments can be customized using 
Jabra Direct.

To access video adjustments:
1.	Click the Jabra Direct icon located in the 

Windows system tray or the macOS menu 
bar to open the Jabra Direct window.

2.	Click Camera controller to open the Video 
settings.
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The image quality settings and camera 
adjustments are temporary and will 
automatically reset to the default values when 
the connected computer is unplugged from 
the camera.

5.5	Low light detection

When the Jabra PanaCast 20 detects low light, 
the LED will show solid orange. This indicates 
that lighting conditions are not optimal and 
people on a video call may not be able to see 
you well.

Check the privacy cover, and slide it to ensure it 
is fully open. If the privacy cover is open and 
the orange LED is still showing, the lighting in 
your environment is likely too dark. Try to 
increase the lighting conditions in the room.

5.6	Built-in microphones

The Jabra PanaCast 20 has three built-in 
microphones. The optimal microphone pickup 
range is up to 2.5 meters or 8 feet. 

The microphones are off by default, and can be 
turned on or off using Jabra Direct.
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5.7	Background effects

The Jabra PanaCast 20 can blur your video 
background, or replace it with a black, gray, 
white or green background. The green 
background is useful for applications which 
utilize a green screen. You can further 
personalize your background in your video 
conferencing software (e.g. Microsoft Teams or 
Zoom). 

Background effects are off by default and can 
be enabled using Jabra Direct. 

Note: the Picture-in-Picture feature is not supported when 
a background blur is enabled.
