Precautions to the AC Adapter and Electrical Power

 • If water or any foreign substance goes inside the product (Monitor, power cord, or AC adapter), disconnect the power cord immediately and contact the 
service center.

 - Otherwise, this may cause a fire or electric shock due to damage to the product.

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Installation

Lifting and moving the Monitor

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Troubleshooting

Nothing is displayed on the screen.

 • Is the monitor's power cord plugged in?
 - Check if the power cord is correctly plugged into the power outlet.

 • Is the [No Signal] message being displayed?
 - This is displayed when the signal cable between the PC and the monitor is missing or disconnected. Check the cable and reconnect it.

Screen display is unstable and shaky. / Images displayed on the monitor leave shadow trails.

 • Did you select the appropriate resolution?
 - If the selected resolution is HDMI 1080i 60/50 Hz (interlaced), the screen may be flickering. Change the resolution to 1080p or the recommended 

resolution.
 - Not setting the graphics card to the recommended (optimal) resolution may result in blurred text, a dimmed screen, a truncated display area or 

misalignment of the display.
 - The setting methods may be different depending upon the computer or operating system, and some resolutions may not be available depending upon 

the performance of the graphics card.
