Securing the TV to a wall with anti-tip straps

For maximum security in the home, when using a TV with its stand, anti-tip straps should be fitted. These
are available from supermarket websites and other websites and are an easy, inexpensive and effective
way of ensuring your TV stays safely upright. Straps are designed to be attached to the rear of the TV and
then tethered to the wall or the furniture the TV is stood on, these are fitted as follows.

A) Using one or both of the top wall-mounting B) Secure the other end of the fastening cord/s to
holes and screws fasten one end of the fastening your wall. (you will need screws/fixings suitable
cord/s to the TV. (the screws are already supplied in  for your wall type - available separately from most
the wall mounting holes) DIY stores).

Wall mounting

1) Remove the four screws located at the back of the TV set.
