Make sure that the exhaust from the projector or other
equipment, or the air from the air conditioner does not blow toward the front of the projector.

® Places with sharp temperature fluctuations such as near lights (studio lamps): Doing so may shorten the life of the lamp, or
result in deformation of the outer case due to heat, which may cause malfunctions.
Follow the operating environment temperature of the projector.

® Near high-voltage power lines or near motors: Doing so may interfere with the operation of the projector.

B Ask a qualified technician or your dealer for the installation work such as installing to
a ceiling.

To ensure projector performance and safety, ask a qualified technician or your dealer when installing to a ceiling or in a high

B Focus adjustment

The projection lens is thermally affected by the light from the light source, making the focus unstable in the period just after
switching on the power. It is recommended that the images be projected continuously for at least 30 minutes before the focus
is adjusted.

B When using the projector in the elevation of below 700 m (2 297'), make sure [High
land] is set to [Off].

Failure to do so may shorten the life of the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

B When using the projector in the elevation of above 700 m (2 297') and below 1 400 m
(4 593'), make sure [High land] is set to [On 1].

Failure to do so may shorten the life of the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

B When using the projector in the elevation of above 1 400 m (4 593') and below 2 700 m
(8 858'), make sure [High land] is set to [On 2].

Failure to do so may shorten the life of the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

B Do not install the projector at elevations of 2 700 m (8 858') or higher above sea level.
Failure to do so may shorten the life of the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

B Do not tilt the projector or place it on its side.

Do not tilt the projector body more than approximately +30° vertically or £15° horizontally. Over tilting may result in shortening
the life of the components.

The angle that can be corrected through [Expand] menu — [Keystone] — [H/V Keystone] is within £15°. If the vertical tilt of the
projector with respect to the screen surface exceeds 15°, vertical trapezoidal distortion may not be corrected.

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B Cautions when setting the projectors

e Use the adjustable feet only for the floor standing installation and for adjusting the angle. Using them for other purposes may
damage the projector.

® When installing the projector with a method other than the floor installation using the adjustable feet or the ceiling installation
using the ceiling mount bracket, use the four screw holes for ceiling mount (as shown in the figure) to fix the projector.
In such case, make sure that there is no clearance between the screw holes for ceiling mount on the projector bottom and
the setting surface by inserting spacers (metallic) between them.

If this happens, display the all white
screen in the Test pattern for an hour or more.

B Optical components

Operating the projector in an environment with high temperature or heavy exposure to dust or tobacco smoke will reduce the
service life of the optical components, such as the LCD panel and polarizing plate, and may necessitate their replacement
within less than one year of use. For details, consult your dealer.

HLamp

The luminous source of the projector is a mercury lamp with high internal pressure.
A high pressure mercury lamp has following characteristics.

® The brightness of the lamp will decrease by duration of usage.

- When connecting a cable to a device connected to the projector or the projector itself, touch any nearby metallic objects to
eliminate static electricity from your body before performing work.

- Do not use unnecessarily long cables to connect to a device connected to the projector or to the projector body. The longer
the cable, the more it is susceptible to noise. Since using a cable while it is wound makes it act like an antenna, it is more
susceptible to noise.

- When connecting cables, connect GND first, then insert the connecting terminal of the connecting device in a straight manner.

® |f any connection cable is not supplied with the device, or if no optional cable is available for connection of the device,
prepare a necessary system connection cable to suit the device.

® V/ideo signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In this case, a
time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.

® The projector accepts Video signals, Y/C signals and YC,C_/YP_P, signals and analog RGB signals (synchronous signals
are TTL level), and digital signal.

® Some computer models or graphics cards are not compatible with the projector.

® \When using long cables to connect with each of equipment to the projector, there is a possibility that the image will not be
output correctly unless a compensator is used.

® Replace the air filter unit with the new optional Replacement Filter Unit (Model No.: ET-RFL300) if it is damaged or if the dirt
does not come off even after cleaning.

Lamp unit

The lamp unit is a consumable component. Refer to “When to replace the lamp unit” for details about the replacement cycle.
When purchasing the optional Replacement Lamp Unit (Model No.: ET-LAL510), consult your dealer.

Warnin

Do not replace the lamp unit when it is hot. (Wait at least one hour after use.)
The inside of the cover can become very hot, take care to avoid burn injuries.

Notes on the replacement of the lamp unit

® A Phillips screwdriver is necessary when replacing the lamp unit.

® Since the luminous lamp is made of glass, it may burst if dropped or hit with a
hard object. Handle with care.

® Do not disassemble or modify the lamp unit.

® \When replacing the lamp unit, be sure to hold it by the handle because its
surface is pointed and its shape is protruded.

® The lamp may rapture. Replace the lamp unit carefully so the glass fragments
of the lamp do not scatter. While attaching the projector to the ceiling, do not
work right under the lamp unit or do not conduct work while your face is near
the lamp unit.

® The lamp contains mercury. When disposing of used lamp units, contact your
local authorities or dealer for correct methods of disposal.

® Panasonic takes no responsibility for any damage or malfunction of the product resulting from use of lamp units which are
not manufactured by Panasonic. Use only specified lamp units.

When to replace the lamp unit

The lamp unit is a consumable component. Since its brightness gradually decreases over time, it is necessary to replace the
lamp unit regularly.
Please refer to the displayed time in [Lamp counter] of [Info.] about the usage time of lamp (® page 74).
The estimated duration before replacement is 20 000 hours which is displayed in [Lamp counter], but the lamp may go
off before the time above mentioned has elapsed depending on individual lamp characteristics, usage conditions, and the
installation environment. It is recommended that the Replacement lamp unit be prepared earlier.
The time which is displayed in [Lamp counter] is a total time when the real usage time in [Q (Normal)], [Q (Eco)] or [ 9
(Quiet)] is converted to the runtime in [ % (Eco)]. Please note that they are not displayed individually.
