	• The fingerprint recognition sensor may not recognize fingerprints that are affected 

by wrinkles or scars.

It will reduce battery 
consumption by entering sleep mode earlier.

Screen, sleep, & hibernate timeouts, and then set a shorter time for Make my device 
sleep after.

	• Bright and white display colors require more power, causing increased battery 
consumption. Set the screen to Dark mode.
‌Select the Start icon ( ) → Settings → Personalization → Colors and set Choose 
your mode to Dark.

	• Using a loud volume requires more power, causing increased battery consumption. 
Reduce the speaker volume or use an earpiece or a headset.
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Extending battery life
When charging your computer by connecting the adapter, turn on the Protect battery 
feature. You can extend the battery life by limiting the maximum charge.

2	 Select Battery and performance and select the Battery protection switch to turn it 
on.

Battery usage time
Batteries are replaceable items and over time the battery's capacity to hold a charge and 
its power level is reduced.

When the battery has expired, an instruction message may appear on the screen. To 
prevent the computer from losing data and to use the computer safely, follow the 
on-screen instructions.

When battery expiration is imminent

Batteries are consumable parts and the remaining battery life is currently low.

However, this is not provided for storage devices where the capacity is less than 64 GB.

How can I restore a computer that does not have the Device Care app?
Restore the computer with the recovery feature provided by Windows. Refer to the 
Recover Functionality item in the help for more details.
